My dear Arnold,

: I am much obliged to you for your letter of October 3rd.
I sent it down immediately to my Spanish clients without comment
and simply asked for their observatioms.

They tell me the facts are as follows:-

No reply havingnbeen received from His Eminence for
a considerable time after the delivery of Dr. Irujo's letter,
Archbishop's House was tolom;m when the audience was likely
to be granted. One of the 's secretaries stated that His
Grace was too busy to receive Dr. Irujo, and made the suggestion
" that as an alternative Dr. Irujo sh see Douglas Woodruff.

I am expressly assured that there was no suggestion
in this telephone comversation that Woodruff should be seen as a
preliminary to an interview with the Cardinal, but that his name
was definitely put forward as an alternative.

It is, of course, unfortunate that mo written reply
was sent to Dr. Irujo's letter, as inevitably the recollection of
the two parties to any telephone conversaition are not always

identical. :

I do not profess to understand the working of the
hierarchy of your Church and I must confess that the procedure
seems to me a little odd.

Had I, for example, asked in writing for an interview
with the Archbishop of Canterbury, I should have been surprised
to have been told on the tepephone that as he was very busy I should
see instead the editor of the "Church Times", although Dr. Prestige
is, like Woodruff, a learned and extremely well-informed man and
is in is in addition a clergyman, I should have been éven more
surprised had I been referred to someome who was known by his
writings to be completely unsympathetic to me on the matter which
I wished to discuss with the Archbishop himself. I would as soon
expect, on a request to see the Prime Minister, to be referred
to the editor of the "Daily Herald" or to Kingsley Martin of the
"New Statesman".

Vhile both you and I, as jowrnalists, might welcome
any tendency in leaders of churches - or, imdeed, of Btates - to
refer their petitiomers to distinguished editors, you must, I thinky
agree that the practice is a novel onme.

I ¥mow you will be good enmough to let las Woodruff
know what my Spanish clients have told me, and I am quite :{roublo,
if you care to do so, for you to send him a copy of this letter.

Dr. Irujo 1s now, as you will know, permanemtly in Paris
with the Spanish Republican Government, but it would, I think,
be advantageous if an appointment were made for Mr. de Lizaso
to have a talk with Woodruff. De Li{zaso like Irujo, is a Basque,
& practising Catholic, and is the delegate in London of the
Spanish Republican Government.

My dear Leslie,

I have sent on your letter to Douglas
Woodruff, I do not think your analogy with the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury is correct.

You have got to assume that the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury was asked to recelive an Anglican
closely associated with a Government whose predecessors
had permitted in their territory the murder of 10,000
Anglican persons. In these circumstances it would not
be unre:sonable if the Archbishop of Canterbury sug-
gested a pre iminary interview with somebody who could
not be accused of committing the Church of England to any
kind of quasi recognition of the parties concerned.

It was the appalling persecution of the
Church in Spain which makes it difficult for a Prince of
the Chureh to receive anybody connected with the Govern-
ment who claims to be the successor to the one in whose
territory these things took place.

My dear Arnold,

About Sheridan's letter, I should be quite willing to
have a talk with Dr. Irujo, if he rezlly thinks it is worth his
while and mine. You might tell Sheridan that I spent some hours
with the Basque Nationalists last year in Bilbao, as with other
representatives of the Opposition, and I know very well what they
say. My criticism of them is that while they have excellent in-
tentions, they do not, and will not, settle policy; and they are
kept in Giral's government as window dressing.

I do not think it is reasonable to expect the Cardinal to
see the emissaries of Sefior Giral's government, while Sefior Giral
himself is seeing Mr. Molotov. I should have thought that you
would be very alive after your own experiences to the great danger
of his being misrepresented, The mere fact that he had given an
ingerview could, without any particular misstatement, be used to
indicate a degree of sympathy which it would not, in fact, show.
In fact, if you ask hem why they are so anxious for an interview,
it is to be able to say that they are in touch with the English
Cardinal, or perhaps to give some assurances which those who gave
them are quite sincere about, but which are, in fact, not worth
anything.

I think what the Cardinal proposed was very reasonable.
He offered them a channel through which, without his compromising
himself at all, they could convey any information of views to him
if they really had something to say that they could not say by
letter or in print.

The Spanish Op osition have two alternate themes these '
days. One is that Spain will go Communist in despair if we do not put
in a moderate Soeislist Government, and that, I guess, is the line
that would be taken with the Cardinal: 1t is the line the Labour |
Members who sre pressing the Government take. The other line is
that 1t 1s a great libel to suggest Communism has any hold or is =ny
danger. I think either way the British Government is very thank-
ful that there is mat a decided Left-wing Government in Spain, with
the Russians playing a very busy part, as they played in the early I
'30s.

With reference to the fourth paragrapbh in Leslie Sheridan's
letter, I think he was quite right. There was no suggestion that any
emissaries of the Giral Government should see the Cardinal after seeing
me: only that he could use me as a channel if he wished to convey some
particular point verbally instead of by writing. : )

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Dear Mr. Woodruff,

Arny has shown me your letter of the 18th October,
which deals with the guestion of Dr. Irujo and the Cardinal.

Although 1 should very much like to discuss with you
the question of Spain, I do not want to weary you or overburden
this letter with argument.

For the same of maintaining an accurate record I want,
however, to correct two statements of fact.

You say in your fourth paragraph: "If you ask them
why they are so anxidus for an interview, it is to be able to say
that they are in touch with the English Cardinal...." The faét 1s
that the original @&sire that a Spaniard who was both a practising
Catholic and a member of the Spanish Republican Government should
see the Cardinal, came from me. I am, as you know, Adviser on
Public Relations in this country to the S.R.G., and I expressed the
view that it was most important that the views and plans of the
S.R.G. concerning the future of Spain - which have been, of course,
the subject of many confused and contradictory statements - should
be stated as elearly as possible not merely to the general publiec
but to responsible leaders of thought in this country.

I informed my Spanish clients that it was my definite
view that the person best gqualified to speak should seek an sudience
with the Cardinal for this purpose. The answer of Dr. Irujo was
that he thought it would be useless to do so, partly because he did
not think the Cardinal would see him, and partly because he felt that
the Cardinal's mind was already made up on the matter.

I mentioned this to Arny - who is, as you know, a close
friend of mine. Arny's reply was that princes of the Church were
not as bigoted as I appeared to think, that they were always ready
to receive information and hear the views of those who had something
genuinely to say, even though it might be in conflict with the policy
of the Church. Arny added that, provided I could give him an assu-
rance that whoever approached the Cardinzl was a genuine Catholic and
would understand that the interview, if it were granted, would not be
a political one and must not be the subject for publicity, he thought
he could use his influence to see that the Cardinal granted the inter-
view,

I reported this back to Dr. Irujo - of whom all my
information is that he is a practising Catholic, playing the organ
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in his local church eince he came to live in England, and taking
part generally in the life of the Church in the town in which he

lived - who accordingly wrote to the Cardinal.

I think I have said enough to show that the initiative
in this transsction came entirely from me. For what it is worth,
my view is that Irujo would not have attempted to make any political
ecspital out of the zudience had it been granted.

The second point in your letter to which I would like to
refer is the sentence in which you say: "I do not think it 1s
reasonsble to expect the Cardinal to see emissaries of Dr, Giral's
Government when Sefior Giral himself is seeing Mr., Molotov",. The
fact is that the first moves in my attempt to obtain an interview
for Giral were made last May, znd Dr. Giral did not see Molotov until
the middle of October. On this matter you will, of course, know
that Dr. Giral requested interviews with the Three foreign ministers
in Paris in view of the ap roaching meeting at U.N.0O., 2nd that
while Mr. Byrnes and Mr, Bevin did not find themselves able to
receive him, Mr. Molotov did; any suggestionm, therefore, that
Giral was attempting to play exe¢lusively with Molotov is without
foundation.

I am most pleased with the final parsgrach of your
letter, which shows that the burden of the message sent by the
Archbishop's secretary was not misunderstood by the Spaiards at
Hobart Place.

I am sending a copy of this letter to Army. I belleve
I have accurately summarised what he said to me. If I have not
done so, I am sure he will let us both know.
