Strong opposition

The reopening of Protestant
chapels is proceeding although
two reasons could have bheen
seized upon as an excuse for
delays. One is the failure of the
fatican Council at its last
S ion to come out with a
declaration on religious freedom
as expected. The other is the
shelving temporarily of Spanish
legislation intended to give more
religious freedom to non-Roman
Catholics.

A draft law abolishing some
of the discriminatory restrictions
aimed at non-Catholics ran into
stiff opposition from members of
Franco’s Cabinet in September
when it came up for approval.
The proposed law wa t aside
and its supporters decided that
when the Vatican Council agrees
on a declaration on religious
freedom, as it is scheduled to do
in the autumn, they will be in a
better pesition to get the law
accepted.

In the meantime, the easing of
restrictions on Protestants is con-
tinuing, and chapels have been
reopened to Baptists, Plymouth
Brethren, and Seventh-day Adven-
tists. A bookshop selling Protes-

e tant books has been opened in
Barcelona,

Acting on instructions issued by the Ministry of the
Interior, civil authorities throughout Spain are reopening
Protestant chapels closed years ago by the police.

Thirty have been reopened in the past 12 months—
more than half of them in the past two months. Several

Special investigators were sent to
Chiclana fo check. The local
authorities’ allegations were
found to be completely false and
the boarded-up chapel was
reopened.

At Infesta, Orense province, a
Protestant chapel is still under
seal., The civil governor is said
to “fear disorders” if the
chapel is reopened. It is true
that a few years ago somebody
placed a small bomb against the
window of the pastor’s residence,
but attitudes are changing. In
Zamora 20 years ago a man
requesting an import permit for
spare parts was first checked for
political antecedents, “ His
public and private conduct are
excellent,” said the report. “ He
has never belonged to any
political party. But he is a
Protestant and very reserved.”
Today this type of wariness on
religious grounds is fading.

A few years ago the authori-
ties closed a chapel in Madrid
hecause the pastor had used the
post to send out printed invita-
tions to a Protestant service.
Now the chapel is open again
and the pastor is able to send his
notices by post without
interference.

124 SIGN LETTER
TO PRESIDENT

LISBON, June 14

A group of 124 supporters of General |
Humberto Delgado, the former presi-
dential candidate, have writien to |
Admiral Tomds, the President of the
Portuguese Republic, urging that the
public be informed fully about the cir-
cumstances of his murder. The body

the former army general, who had
been living in exile, was found buried
on Spanish territory at Villa Nuevo del
Fresno, near the Portuguese frontier. in
April. He had been missing for two
months.

The signatories to the letter, copies
of which were circulated 1o newspapers
today, describe themselves as ** honour-
able and enlightened patriots, who have
openly declared themselves to be adver-
saries of the present regime "

They describe the death of the general,
who appeared to have been bludgeoned, as
“ a horrifying political crime ”, and accuse

the Portuguese authorities of failing to
inform the public truthfully about it.

IDEALISM PRAISED

They admit that the Spanish Govern.
ment has ordered an inquiry into the
matter, but state that no information on this
inquiry has been made available to the
Portuguese public.

The letter pays homage to Delgado's
“spotless idealism and patriotism, his
c_xen]_plur_v If.lninlcrcn'icmh‘lcw and abnega-
tion 7, during his presidential campaign
I'he Portuguese Government has asseried
* that it has nothing to fear from the con-
clusions of any enguiry ”. The letter con-
cludes: * Even less need it fear giving the
public complete information on everything
concerning the facts leading up to th crime,
Its motives or who committed it.’

The signatories to the letter are profes-
sional, businessmen and students from all
over Portugal. They include a former
Republican Prime Minister, Senhor
Francisco Cunha Leal. and the veteran
Republican leader, Senhor Mario de
Azevedo Gomez, who was also a minister
in the former Republican regime.
